A DAY AT WCA 
GRADES PK - 6 

 
An alternative for Christian Home schoolers who are not registered in the Independent Study Program. 
 
This program is designed to meet the needs of the home schooling community for extra curricular 
activities and social stimulation.  
 
On a designated day of the week, home schoolers are invited to spend the day at WCA. They will be 
mainstreamed into a classroom of grade equivalent students for a full day of extracurricular activities, 
minimum academics, lunch and recess. Kindergarten students are enrolled for a half day (8:15 to 12:00 
noon). Aftercare is available from 12:00 to 2:30 for students with older siblings at a fee of $12 per day. 
 
The extra curricular activities will include:  
 Gym classes with yearly Presidential Physical Fitness Testing (grades 1 - 6)  
 Choral Music and Band 
 Art 
The extra curricular activities may include parent led library program.  
 
Academics accomplished that day are at the discretion of the classroom teacher and may or may not be 
in line with where the home schooler is academically. 
 
Access to this program is dependent on room in the classroom needed. ISP students will have first 
choice in this program.  
 
Students attending this program must adhere to the same dress and discipline guidelines that full time 
students have. Students who do not follow these guidelines will be dismissed from the program and 
any pre-paid fees will not be refunded.  
 
There is a $30 non refundable application/re-enrollment fee per student that must be paid at the time a 
student applies to this program.  
 
The fee will be $650 per school year for grades 1 - 6, $325 for PreKindergarten or Kindergarten only, 
and $250 for each additional student in a family. This must be prepaid monthly (by the 1st), or yearly 
for the student to participate. Absences for sickness or family vacation will not be refunded.

BEHAVIOR AND DRESS CODE GUIDELINES FOR  
HOMESCHOOLERS ENROLLED IN  

DAY AT WCA PROGRAM 
2009 - 2010 

  
   
Homeschool students who are uncooperative with the teacher, or disrespectful to the teacher or other 
students, or who exhibit unsafe physical or emotional behavior towards a teacher or students will be 
sent home and may or may not be dismissed from the program. If that behavior continues, the 
student will be dismissed from the program.  
  
Hair guidelines: Students’ hair must be neat, clean, and of natural hair color. 
 Boy’s hair is to be off the collar, no longer than the eyebrows in front and come no lower than 

the top of the ear on the sides. 
 
Dress Code for gym day: 
                  
             1.  Sweat suit OR Running suit (matching top & bottom) – No pictures or     
                   writing allowed (Small manufacturer’s logo acceptable) 

   2.  Blue or White school tee shirt (available in the school office) 
   3.  Optional: Navy blue shorts, mid-thigh or longer (covered by pants when not  
        in gym class) 
   4.  Sneakers & socks 
 

All elementary students may wear their gym uniform during school hours on Phys Ed. days. 
 
When coming to school as for concert rehearsals or field trips when invited by a teacher, the student 
must wear neat, clean clothes: 
  

BOYS: Pants that are off the floor in length and not baggy in the seat, may be worn. A 3 
button polo shirt will be worn. Sneakers with socks will be worn.  Sweaters may be worn 
over polo shirts. No Jeans or fleece may be worn. 

  
GIRLS: Dresses or skirts below the knee. No t-shirt tops, no bare midriffs, or low cut tops 
may be worn. Pants may be worn that are not form fitting.  Sweaters may be worn. No 
jeans or fleece may be worn.
